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All participants are considered representatives for the APSU community. Therefore, it is necessary that they hold themselves to an appropriate standard while on Govs Outdoors Trips.

Adventurers must agree to conduct themselves to the following standards on Govs Outdoors Trips:

1. Adventurers will not consume any drugs, alcohol, or tobacco products while on a trip.  Participants should show up to a trip unaffected by activities from the previous day or night.

2. Adventurers must follow directions given by Govs Outdoors leaders. All decisions made are based upon safety and the welfare of the group.

3. There will be no interaction of a sexual nature between any two participants, any trip leaders, or any persons otherwise on Govs Outdoors trips.

4. Any incident, accident or close call, including but not limited to participant discipline, a safety accident, first aid, etc., must be brought to the attention of the Student Leaders, the Coordinator of Govs Outdoors, and the Assistant Directors of University Recreation.

5. Adventurers will not deviate from the itinerary or partake in unprescribed activities not allowed for in the trip plan.

6. Participants should avoid vulgar and offensive language. Personal insults will not be tolerated. This includes any personal stories related to drinking alcohol, taking drugs, stories of any sexual nature, and language that could be considered offensive.

7. Participants may not bring any weapons of any kind on the trip. A pocket knife or a multi-tool is allowable, but the Student Leaders will be equipped likewise, and prefer you not to bring your own.

8. Adventurers must understand that this is an adventure, and that the unexpected is a given. Furthermore, this is a cooperative adventure, and participants will be empowered to help facilitate the trip at times.

9. Participants must understand that this trip may be aborted for severe violations of this code of conduct.
